Zachary on the new record...This summer I’m releasing my third record as a solo artist called “Take Me”. It is in some ways a 
continuation and in others a divergence from my method of melding soul music with folksy songwriter-isms replete in my first two studio 
outings. On “Take Me” I felt those soul music roots, those learned in the dingy, honky-tonks-turned-bluesrooms of Kansas City, tugging 
at me in an instinctual way but also had a vision to expand into more inventive territory where a mere love song could blossom into an 
epic soundscape. Yes, there’s still a bedroom vibe at times. But also a wide-screen, panoramic vista across a visceral horizon filled with 
romantic imagery of all kinds. 

The resulting record, produced by Jon Evans, a Bay Area staple and a long time collaborator with the likes of Tori Amos, is a kind of 
jumping off point for me. With the help of many talented musicians, Jon and I were able to straddle the line between pillow talk and 
grandiosity by creating our own sonic language for the record. We used different instruments to signify key moments in time, character’s 
inner voices, colors and textures, and basically, the rise and fall of love as a part of the human countryside. It was an artistic endeavor 
after all. Far be it for me to take things too lightly. Oh no. I can get deep with the best of them, the all too serious brooding types. 

And on the flip-side, this is just a lovely, fun expression of summer. Mostly written on the North Shore of O’ahu, Hawai‘i, “Take Me” is sort 
of infused with a laid-back warmth. Songs such as “Twenty Month Summer”, “A City Makes You Crazy” or “On My Side” have the kind 
of spirit I remember wafting from my parents’ 1976 Gran Torino’s AM/FM though the languid evenings when school was out and fireflies 
buzzed around us at the drive-in. Several early reviewers have called it, “a perfect record to listen to with the top down on a warm August 
night” or something like that. It’s funny because I don’t own a convertible…don’t think I’ve ever even driven one. But I get it. It’s a record 
that feels good. So, go on, “take it”. Put it in the stereo in the morning, let it play all day and see how “Take Me” becomes your very 
soundtrack, the music in the movie of your life.
